Networks for Prosperity provides recommendations relevant to all stakeholders in development policy. A 
particular innovation contained within is a new Connectedness Index, the first attempt to measure knowledge 
networks for private sector policy. 
 
The study report has been jointly produced by UNIDO and the Leuven Centre for Global Governance Studies of 
the University of Leuven, Belgium, under the overall umbrella of the MDG-F, with considerable inputs from 
various public and private institutions in the twelve countries of coverage as well as contributions from 
programme managers, practitioners and experts.
