Cluster 1 (January 16 –January 21): 
Cosmopolitanism: Beyond Risk Society? 
The first week is inspired by Professor Beck’s agenda-setting work on: ‘risk society’, in which he argues that a number of factors including technological advances have exposed contemporary society to higher degrees of risk: globally, environmentally and socially. One of the values Ulrich Beck proposes as an antidote to the anxieties brought about by risk society is new forms of cosmopolitanism. This first week concentrates accordingly on cosmopolitanism as both an analytical tool to view social and political issues and as a normative value in Europe and the world today. 

A new cosmopolitan approach is needed to cope with the radical transformations in our societies, where cultural diversity, a revival of religion in the public sphere, high technological advances and growing intolerance coexist.  How can a cosmopolitan spirit appease our risk-ridden societies?
